Broder – the commentator

Jermak – the young one (leader of the demonstrators)

Strunz – the moderator
Antifa = Antifascist

Fa = Fascist

PDS = former heirs of the communist party in east germany (they have a new name now)

Broder:
Somehow that motive repeates itself in german history, doesn’t it? Always wanted only the best but somehow it didn’t quite work out like that in the end.

Jermak:

And what do you mean by that now?

Broder:

I mean with that, that those (pointing to the photo of the demonstrators) are the heirs of those guys who made riot around ’33. (Jermak in the background: owowow) Götz Ali wrote a book about it, and he is completely right: This is the tradition of the street(war) and of the mobs

Jermak:

That is total nonsense!

Broder:

No, that’s not total nonsense, it works every time. You want to be Antifa, but unfortunately today the Antifa is the incorporation of the Fa. You know, that’s exactly the point (Jermak: owowow) and see, the same happened in Gorleben (anti-nuclear-power demonstrations) in Heiligendamm (G8 summit) (Jermak: that’s nonsense). You have an incurably good conscience. You want to be Antifa --- You are Fa, and not Antifa.

Jermak:

Now, really take a break there. What happened between ’33 and ’45, that was the expression of a political program which – er – seached the guilt for social unrests in the very certain minority and started a state-lead  destruction program.

Broder:

“State” has nothing to do with it yet. (Jermak: but of coruse it has to do with the state). It’s the same mind (Jermak: But no), it’s the same mind, I have said it clearly: You you blaming the ones you beat up for being guilty of getting beaten up. That’s the same mind. In the same way the SA ridiculed its victims. (Jermak: that’s uh..) They were to blame, because they were at the place where it happened, and that’s exactly what you are showing nowadays. You don’t want to know that, because you, as a professional, inner-circle PDS member, you have an incurably good conscience, but it actually is exactly what you are showing.
Strunz:

Excuse me, that really is some heavy calibre you have just used, would you allow him to…

Broder:

Of course, he always may. He was allowed to do it for a whole night! (referring to the demo)

Jermak:

The majority in germany existed, a political majority, who followed the ideas of the national socialists. That majority existed.

Broder:

There never was a majority. It was never more than 33 percent.

Jermak: 

There was a political majority.

Broder:

No, just read it, read it up, it’s all on Wikipedia. (Jermak: The majority of the people) Like it matters

Jermak:

The majority of the people welcomed Hitler’s renewal policy, namely that germany should become again big and strong…

Broder:

That is what makes me happy about the germany of today, that the majority doesn’t approve of THIS (pointing at Jermak). You know, after all it does console me, and I can only hope that the majority never approves of this.
